stellar arrangements of traditional pieces that span the musical
spectrum from Ireland and Scotland to South America. Many notable
guest artists are featured: Carlos Arrien (Rumisonko), Seth Austen,
Joe DeZarn (Mighty Possums), Ralph Gordon (everybody!), and
Jesse Winch (Celtic Thunder). Their instruments include fiddle,
mandolin, panpipes, Andean flute, guitar, cello, bass, and all kinds of
percussion. Tabby attributes much of the success of this music to the
musicians themselves. Because most of the tracks were recorded
live in the studio, they maintain a concert-like energy throughout the
album. The harp, played in so many cultures, provides continuity on
this album, as does the unique sound of the hammered dulcimer, an
ancient and haunting instrument. Tabby incorporates them in an

About the Artist

A multi-instrumentalist from a musical family, Tabby Finch has been
performing traditional music in the mid-Atlantic area since 1975.
Having studied piano and marimba as a child, she began playing the
hammered dulcimer on an antique she received that had been in her
family since the 1840's. In southern West Virginia she learned many
traditional Appalachian mountain tunes from Franklin George, Jimmy
Costa and George Ward and began joining local bands at concerts
and festivals. Tabby has since added the Celtic harp and accordion
to her resume and found herself much in demand as an instructor,
with the Augusta Heritage Center, Upper Potomac Dulcimer Festival
and Frederick Wintersong festival to her credit. She has an unusual
repertoire of Celtic music, South American folk music, and other
traditional styles from around the world.
