WINCHESTER VA - It was 25 years ago that Oxymora released its debut recording Thundering Silence on Philo/Fretless records to great acclaim and enthusiastic audiences. Before anyone had heard the term "World Music", the quartet that National Public Radio's Tom Cole called "the cutting edge of New Acoustic Music" had created a unique and immediately identifiable signature sound.

Comprised of Craig Matovich on oboe, Marcus Sims on mandolin, Jim Baird on bass and Michael DeLalla on guitar, Oxymora weaved their skills as classically trained performers and composers with their intricate take on improvisational interplay that bordered on intuitive. The group's critical acclaim echoed the sentiments; The Washington Post raved "...Groups of an experimental nature proliferated during the 1960's, but none was as eclectic as today's Oxymora...this is a group to watch...", while the prestigious jazz magazine Down Beat wrote "makes airy, honest music showcasing the players' classical music tidiness and their slightly unkempt enthusiasm for folk and jazz"

Following the group’s disbanding in the mid-80’s, DeLalla founded independent record label Falling Mountain Music to release his first solo record in what has become a diverse and distinguished performing and recording career. Since 1991, the Winchester-based label has grown to include over a dozen traditional and contemporary folk and world music acts. DeLalla reacquired the original masters to the Oxymora recording a few years ago, and as the band’s 25th anniversary approached, the original quartet planned to record some additional material this summer along with acclaimed guest percussionist N. Scott Robinson to add to the release. The reissue of Thundering Silence including the new material is planned for early autumn. 

In addition, Oxymora accompanied by special guest percussionist N. Scott Robinson will perform a special reunion concert in the lovely amphitheater of the State Arboretum of Virginia here in the Shenandoah Valley on Saturday June 24 at 7pm. The Arboretum is on U.S. 50 one mile east of the crossroads with U.S. 340 near Boyce. For concert information call 540/837-1758.
