WINCHESTER VA – Folk duo and Falling Mountain Music recording artists Wild Carrot, Pam Temple and Spencer Funk, once again brought their unique brand of music “from the Hills of Appalachia to the Hills of Hollywood” to the people of Chile from Sept 27th – Oct 7th, 2005. Chosen by the U.S. Embassy in Santiago as Cultural Ambassadors, they performed for three days in the nation’s capital at the prestigious Expoinglés festival, which celebrates the cultures of a number of English-speaking countries and promotes English as a second language in Chile, included bands from Australia, Canada and Great Britain. Wild Carrot also performed at another festival and concert in Valparaiso, and taught a master class at a music school.  

This current tour is the follow-up to Wild Carrot’s 2003 tour of Chile, also with the State Department. It is an exciting and interesting opportunity during these complicated times; representing the people of the U.S. in war-time and on the heels of Hurricane Katrina.

In addition to being chosen twice as cultural ambassadors to Chile by the U.S. Embassy in Santiago, they were finalists for the prestigious Kerrville Folk Festival New Folk contest, winners of the Walnut Valley New Songs Showcase for Folk, and were named Best Folk Act by the Cincinnati Entertainment Awards.  Wild Carrot also spreads the magic of music through arts integration, performing and giving songwriting workshops to elementary and middle school classes across Ohio.

Both from Cincinnati, Pam and Spencer are rooted in traditional folk music but branch in diverse directions.  With over 10 years of classical vocal training, Pam has performed in many venues from coffeehouses to opera houses. Wild Carrot’s two CDs, Hope and Defined, and fans and critics liken the overall feeling of the duo’s music to that of other well-known artists including Joan Baez, Judy Collins and Gillian Welch and David Rawlings, often being described as honest, soothing, uplifting and fun all at the same time. 

Pam’s experience as a Peace Corps volunteer in Costa Rica helped develop her honest and intelligent songwriting style as well as fluency in Spanish.  In addition to songwriting and performing, Pam hosts an American Roots specialty radio show on the local NPR affiliate WNKU.  Spencer has always been drawn to fingerstyle guitar, but has studied and performed many styles including jazz, blues, and classical.  He has been in demand as a sideman over the years and teaches guitar, mandolin and bass.  Pam and Spencer met back in 1991 at the then 30+-year-old Leo Coffeehouse when he was managing the place and she was singing at an open mic.  After a few years they decided to join forces – both in music and marriage!
